SIZES 
Girl’s 3 (5, 7, 9) years 
 
KNITTED MEASUREMENTS  
Bust  28 (31, 33, 35)"/71 (78.5, 84, 89) cm 
Length  18 (19½, 21, 22½)"/45.5 (49.5, 
53.5, 57) cm 
 
MATERIALS 
• 5 (6, 7, 8) balls Filatura Di Crosa 
ZARINA, 100% extrafine merino wool 
(1.75oz/50g; 181yds/165m) in color #1404 
black (A)  
• 4 (5, 6, 6) balls in color #1449 red (B)   
• One pair size 6 (4mm) needles 
OR SIZE TO OBTAIN GAUGE 
• One size 6 (4mm) circular needle, 
16"/40cm long 
• Stitch markers • Yarn needle 
 

 
GAUGE 
27 sts and 30 rows = 4"/10 cm in 
Stockinette stitch and Chart pattern  
TAKE TIME TO CHECK GAUGE  
 
PATTERN STITCHES 
Stockinette stitch (St st) 
[Rows] Knit on RS, purl on WS. 
 
Rib stitch  
Row/Round 1:  *K1, p1 [or knit/purl 
number of sts indicated in instructions]; 
repeat from * across/around, end as 
indicated in instructions.  
Row/Round 2:  Knit the knit sts and purl 
the purl sts as they face you.  
Rep Row/Round 2 for Rib.  
 
NOTE: Trims are worked in K1, p1 rib 
holding 1 strand of A and B together. Chart 
pattern is worked in Stockinette stitch 
using single strands of yarn. When 
working Chart pattern, carry color not in 
use loosely along wrong side of work. Pick 
up new yarn from under old to twist yarns 
and prevent holes.  
 
 
BACK 
Holding 1 strand of A and B held together, 
cast on 97 (105, 113, 121) sts.  
Work in K1, p1 rib for 3", end with a WS 
row, dec 1 st evenly spaced across last 
row – 96 (104, 112, 120) sts. 
Begin Chart 
Row 1 (RS) Change to St st and 1 strand 
of yarn, beg with Row 1 of Chart, work 8-
stitch repeat across. Continue to work in 
Chart pattern as established until piece 
measures 11 (12, 13, 14)" from beg, end 
with a WS row.  
Shape Armhole 
Bind off 12 sts at beg of next 2 rows – 72 
(80, 88, 96) sts.  
Continue to work as established until 
Armhole measures 6 (6½, 7, 7½)", end 
with a WS row. 
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Shape Neck 
Mark center 28 sts for Neck.  
Next Row (RS)  Knit to marked center sts, 
join second balls of yarn and bind off 
center 28 sts, knit to end of row.  
Working both sides at same time with 
separate balls of yarn, bind off 4 sts at 
each Neck edge once – 18 (22, 26, 30) sts 
each side.  
Work until Armhole measures 7 (7½, 8, 
8½)", end with a WS row. Bind off. 
 
FRONT 
Work as for BACK until Armhole measures 
5 (5½, 6, 6½)", end with a WS row.  
Shape Neck 
Mark center 20 sts for Neck.  
Next Row (RS)  Knit to marked center sts, 
join second balls of yarn and bind off 
center 20 sts, knit to end of row.  
Working both sides at same time with 
separate balls of yarn, bind off 4 sts at 
each Neck edge twice – 18 (22, 26, 30) sts 
each side.  
Work until Armhole measures 7 (7½, 8, 
8½)", end with a WS row. Bind off. 
 
SLEEVES 
Holding 1 strand of A and B held together, 
cast on 57 sts.  
Work in K1, p1 rib for 3", end with a WS 
row, dec 1 st evenly spaced across last 
row – 56 sts. 
Begin Chart 
Row 1 (RS) Change to St st and 1 strand 
of yarn, beg with Row 1, work 8-stitch 
repeat across.  
Continue to work in Chart pattern as 
established, inc 1 st each side every other 
row 17 (18, 17, 15) times, then every 4th 
row 2 (5, 9, 14) times, working new sts into 
Chart pattern – 94 (102, 108, 114) sts.  
Work until piece measures 11 (12, 13, 14)" 
from beg, end with a WS row.  
Bind off. 
 
FINISHING 
Sew Shoulder seams. Sew SLEEVE into 
Armhole, sewing edges of top of SLEEVE 
to bind-off edge of Armhole. Sew side 
seams, leaving edges of K1, p1 rib 
unsewn. Sew SLEEVE seams. 

Neckband 
With RS facing, circular needle and 
holding 1 strand of A and B together, join 
yarn at Neck edge of one Shoulder edge 
and pick up and knit 86 sts evenly spaced 
around Neck edge. Join to work in rounds. 
Place marker for beg of round. 
Work in K1, p1 rib for 4".  
Bind off in pattern. Weave in ends.
