designed by Sylvia Raider 
 
 

 
 
One size 
 
KNITTED MEASUREMENTS 
Neck Warmer measures 16” around at 
upper edge by 11" long  
 
MATERIALS 
·  2 – 0.88oz/25g balls (63yds/55m) 
Filatura Di Crosa AIKO 80% cashmere, 
20% nylon in color #40 fuchsia 
·  One pair size 9 (5.5mm) needles  
OR SIZE TO OBTAIN GAUGE 
·  Cable needle  
·  Yarn needle  

NECK WARMER 
Cast on 64 sts.  
Row 1 (RS) *K6, p2; Cable Pattern 
over 6 sts, p2; repeat from * to end. 
Row 2 (WS) *K2, Cable Pattern, k2, 
p6; repeat from * to end.  
Repeat Rows 1 and 2, working 8 rows 
of Cable Pattern, until piece measures 
4½" from beginning. 
Next (Increase) Row  *Inc 1 in first st, 
k4, inc 1 in next st, p2, Cable Pattern 
over 6 sts, p2; rep from * to end. 
Repeat this increase row adding 2 
more stitches into Stockinette stitch 
panels, until there are 12 stitches in 
each panel—88 stitches. 
Work even until piece measures 11" 
from beginning.  
Bind off all stitches loosely in pattern. 
 
FINISHING   Using yarn needle, sew 
side seam. Weave in all ends. 

GAUGE 
14 sts = 4"/10 cm in Cable pattern  
TAKE TIME TO CHECK GAUGE 
 
 
ABBREVIATIONS 
C6F: Slip 3 stitches to cable needle, 
hold to front, k3, k3 from cable needle. 
 
 
PATTERN STITCHES 
Cable Pattern (multiple of 6 sts)  
Rows 1, 3 and 7: (RS)  K6. 
Row 2 and all WS rows:  Knit the knit 
sts and purl the purl sts as they face 
you. 
Row 5:  C6F. 
Row 8:  Repeat Row 2. 
Repeat Rows 1–8 for Cable Pattern.
